Refuge Report

The Southeast Region of the US Fish & Wildlife Service, Division of Refuges has deactivated
the 2006 workforce plan! Sadly, 60 positions in the southeast region were lost, 3 of them at
Pelican Island and Archie Carr Refuges, including a biological technician, wildlife biologist and
administrative assistant. The remaining refuge ranger position that was slated to be abolished
and held by Joanna Webb is no longer at risk. The most significant positive result of the deac-
tivation is that the remaining 28, to-be-abolished positions are no longer listed as such. The US-
FWS is now developing staffing models nationwide using the Refuge Needs System (RONS),
which collects and manages each refuge’s staff positions, based on needs. In the case of the Ar-
chie Carr/Pelican Island Refuges, their combined needs are determined to be a total of fourteen
positions. Currently, the Pelican Island and Archie NWR’s are operating with just two full-time,
permanent positions, an Assistant Manager and a Refuge Ranger. The Refuge Manager position
is currently undergoing recruitment. Federal funding, in addition to the refuges annual budget,
has allowed the refuge to recently recruit for two, 2-year term positions, a wildlife biologist and
a tractor operator.

Joe Michael Memorial Project

PIPS is developing a project on the Pelican Island Refuge which will serve as a memorial to
long time refuge supporter Joe Michael. The project will consist of a wildlife viewing platform,
boardwalk, and interpretive kiosk on Pete’s Impoundment. The completed project will greatly
facilitate wildlife viewing and photographic opportunities for the public. Ground work has al-
ready begun as the location of the boardwalk and platform have been staked out and all required
surveys completed. The next step will be to apply for a permit to the St. Johns River Water
Management District. Most of the required building materials are already on hand. Once the
permit has been granted we will issue bid invitations to local contractors. We have some fund-
ing in hand as a result of prior donations and a $15,000 grant from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service, but more is needed.

Refuge Funding Report

Operations and maintenance (O&M) funding for the National Wildlife Refuge System for Fiscal
Year 2009 (starts 10/1/08) is still undetermined. O&M funding for the current fiscal year is $434
million. Refuge supporters were shooting for an increase to $514 million in FY 2009, but that is
not going to happen. The House appropriations subcommittee for Interior approved an increase
of $35 million, but the parallel subcommittee on the Senate side never took action. Lacking an
appropriations bill, a continuing resolution (CR) will provide interim funding in the new fiscal
year. This means that the Refuge System will basically be operating at this years funding level
for some time. On the positive side, $75 million has been requested in the CR to partially cover
the $300 million in damages incurred by refuges as a result of Hurricane Ike.
